What Is This Product?  
Type  
A contract for difference�(“CFD”)�is a leveraged contract entered into with EC Markets on a bilateral basis. It 
allows an investor to speculate on rising or falling prices in an underlying index.  

An investor has the op8on to buy (or go “long”) the CFD in an aaempt to benefit from rising index prices; or 
to sell (or go “short”) the CFD to benefit from falling index prices. CFD price is derived from that of the 
underlying index price, which may be either the current (“cash”) price or a forward (“future”) price. For 
example, if an investor is long a FTSE 100 CFD and the price of the underlying index rises, the value of the CFD 
will increase in turn. Once the contract is over, EC Markets will pay the investor the difference between the 
closing value of the contract and the opening value of the contract, i.e. the investor’s profit. On the other 
hand, if an investor is long and the cash price of the underlying index falls, the value of the CFD will decrease 
– so, at the end of the contract the investor will pay EC Markets the difference between the closing value of 
the contract and the opening value of the contract. CFDs referencing the underlying future price work in 
exactly the same way, however such contracts have a pre-defined expiry date – detailing the date upon which 
the contract will close automa8cally. Index CFDs must always be sealed financially and cannot be sealed by 
the physical or deliverable sealement of any other asset(s). CFD leverage also has a magnifying effect on both 
profits and losses.  

Objec8ves  
CFDs are deriva8ve financial instruments. A CFD is an agreement between two counterpar8es to exchange 
the price difference of a specific underlying instrument for the 8me period the deal was opened.   

CFDs are leveraged products and are traded not on an exchange basis but Over-the-Counter (OTC) and there 
is no central clearing of the transac8ons. EC Markets trades on a matched principal basis.  

A CFD is a specula8ve instrument and while trading CFDs with different underlying assets, the trader does not 
become the owner of this asset. CFD pricing reflects the price movement of the underlying assets received by 
the Liquidity Providers. Long posi8on means buying the instrument with the expecta8on for its value to rise. 
Short posi8on suggests selling the asset expec8ng its value to decrease.  

CFDs are specula8ve products which are traded with leverage and are not appropriate for all investors. CFDs, 
are leveraged products where most of them mature when you choose to close an exis8ng open posi8on.  
Posi8ons may also be closed due to margin calls/stop outs. Informa8on on margin calls/stop out per account 
can be accessed on the Company’s website. Moreover, in case where the Company intends to remove the 
availability of a CFD, it shall inform you (i.e. the Client) in order for you to close any open posi8ons un8l a 
specific deadline.

The summary risk indicator is a summary of the level of risk that this product has when compared to other 
products. It signifies how likely it is that the product will lose money because of market movements or 
because we are not able to pay you. 

We have classified this product to be 7 out of 7, which is the highest-possible risk class. This rates the 
poten8al losses from future performance of the product at a very high level. CFDs are leveraged products 
that, due to movements within the underlying market, can rapidly generate losses. Losses may amount to the 
total value of an ini8al investment. There are no means of protec8on of your capital against market risk, 
credit risk or liquidity risk.   

Be aware of currency risk. It is possible to buy or sell CFDs in a currency which is different to the base 
currency of your account.
